Description : 

This module proposes to explore the historical development of British politics from the establishment of the post-war consensus to the present-day post-Brexit era. It will give students an insight of the political, social, identity and economic challenges that have shaped modern Britain, examining the interplay between government policies, ideological movements, and societal changes over the decades since 1945.

Through lectures, discussions, and student-led presentations, the module will explore the major issues that have shaped contemporary British politics and identity. 

Key topics will cover the post-war consensus and the welfare state, the evolution of Britain’s global role, including decolonisation, Britain’s relation with Europe and the “special relationship” with the US, the cultural and social revolution of the swinging sixties, the industrial crisis and economic stagnation of the 1970s, the impact of Thatcherism and neoliberalism on British society, devolution and constitutional reform, among others. 

By the end of the module, students will have a better understanding of the major political transformations in post-war Britain and the ways in which these continue to shape contemporary debates and policymaking.
